Today's event "Entrepreneurship in Exploration" with innovative speakers at the University of Liechtenstein is hosted by the organization "Wisdom Accelerator for Youth (WAY)".

Huge zeppelins, deep-sea submersibles, electric aircraft - so-called eVTOL - and much more are the topics of the new event "Entrepreneurship in Exploration", which is being held this evening at 6 p.m. at the 
University of Liechtenstein. The founders of some of the world's most innovative companies and well-known investors will join via Zoom, including Patrick Lahey, CEO of Triton Submersibles, Mark Dorey, CEO of 
Straightline Aviation, and Michael Smith, who as founder and CEO of VRCO is concerned with the future of mobility in the air. The event will be held in English and is open to the public.

How is it that international entrepreneurs who are driving scientific knowledge forward and investors who are supporting thes e companies in developing exciting new technologies are meeting remotely in Vaduz? It is 
one of the ideas of the busy and internationally networked Marcelo Garcia, chairman of the venerable Explorers' Club in Switzerland. Founded 120 years ago in New York, the club is one of the world's leading 
institutions for promoting field research, nature conservation and sustainability and a professional association with many prominent explorers and well-known names in its ranks such as Bertrand Piccard, Jeff Bezos 
(Honorary President), James Cameron, Richard Branson and many more. All members are united by the idea that they want to deep en their understanding of the world in the field or in the laboratory.

Focus on "Investing in Exploration"

The ExplorersWeekend.org event series started in 2022 based on an idea and initiative by Marcelo Garcia with a pilot project at the University of Geneva, followed by two editions at the University of Lausanne EPFL. 
"This series of events was created to promote intellectual, physical and social research collaboration," explains Marcelo Garcia.

"We always planned to hold a similar event in German-speaking Switzerland." After realizing that holding the event at ETH Zurich would be a logistical challenge, a door opened at the University of Liechtenstein. "The 
people in charge were extremely straightforward and helpful," says Marcelo Garcia happily. It was agreed to hold a pilot event with a focus on "Investing in Exploration."

The event is hosted by the non-profit organization "Wisdom Accelerator for Youth (WAY)", founded by Marcelo Garcia in 2018. This Saturday and Sunday, a new film festival on the subject of natural sciences will also 
take place in Davos with the "Exploration Film Festival."

Tools to develop your full potential

"Wisdom Accelerator" aims to encourage young people from different cultural and economic backgrounds to develop their talents  so that they can "discover their superpower" and build a global community. Young 
people should be given the tools to develop their full potential and shape their future with confidence. The initiator hopes that the event will be held at both ETH and the University of Liechtenstein next year, again in 
conjunction with the film festival in Davos.

Marcelo Garcia is the founder of several non-profit organizations, including the "Wisdom House", an initiative of WisdomAccelerator.org. It organizes events around the idea of socially responsible entrepreneurship 
during the World Economic Forum in Davos.

In 2023 and 2024, the concepts of the two initiatives "Wisdom Accelerator" and "Wisdom House" were combined, with the young participants actively taking part in a week-long internship on the sidelines of the WEF. 
It is to be retained as the standard format for future WEF weeks. An umbrella organization called the "Wisdom Foundation" is being set up.

Marcelo Garcia hopes that the pilot event "Entrepreneurship in Exploration" on Friday at the University of Liechtenstein will  attract a large number of participants, and next year the event is to be even bigger: "It 
should be a place where investors and scientists meet, and where something great can emerge in a relaxed environment and friendly exchange."
